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USE-CASE DESCRIPTION

This journey map illustrates the workflow of converting a current environment consisting of VMware vSphere only into VMware vSphere Foundation using the VCF installer. This process deploys a new VCF
Operations instance and connects the vCenter instance to it. Once deployed, existing vCenter instances can be added to the VCF Operations instance for a single pane of management.
This deployment can be licensed with either a VMware Cloud Foundation or a VMware vSphere Foundation license.
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Software requirements

Existing products must be at a minimum
required version to be able to upgrade.
Existing components being converted
meet must meet key prerequisites:

« vCenter must not be part of ELM

« Components must not use IPv6

« Existing clusters must be VLCM based

Hardware resource requirements met

Existing hardware that will be reused
meets resource sizing requirements and
compatibility minimums.

Broadcom portal account

Customer has an active account on
Broadcom Customer/Support portal to
download binaries.

Licenses purchased and available

Sufficient VCF or VMware vSphere
Foundation 9.0 cores have been
purchased and are available in customer’s
Business Services account.

Upgrade vCenter to 9.0

Under vCenter > Maintenance, plan,

prepare and run vCenter upgrade to 9.0.
